I hope you enjoyed your 
break from regular club meetings during the month of August.   
 
Thanks to Stephen Sherrill for a very successful print exhibition at the 
Faulkner Gallery during the month of July.  Also thanks to Bob Brown for a 
very fun summer picnic at Stow Grove Park on August 13.  Some snapshots 
from these events are respectively in the Print Shows and Annual Picnic 
sections of this newsletter.  
 
We have another exhibition coming up September 5, and I hope you will participate. It is a great way 
to improve your photography.  With our Unscored category anyone can participate anonymously and

get helpful feedback from the judges without receiving a score.  For anyone who participates, we have 
an important announcement about submitting your images. Our Projected Images Director, Chris 
Seaton, has noticed some regularly occurring problems with some of the submitted images. There 
are some very specific rules for submitting images, and these have been increasingly ignored.  One of 
the roles of the Projected Images Director is to screen all the images and to return them if they do not 
qualify. This is a lot of work for Chris, and it would help if everyone did a careful check to make sure 
there are no inadvertent problems. There is a special article in this issue of the Angle that addresses 
her concerns, here in the Projected Images section.   
 
Along the same lines, I was a judge at the last exhibition in July, and I was surprised at the number of 
images in the Nature category where the rules were broken. These images really should have been 
disqualified.  Among other things, the nature rules specify that no element can be added or removed.  
This means you cannot clone out a twig, or add a bird to an image, for example. A practiced eye can 
detect these illegal changes even when they are not apparent to all observers.  All the shadows, 
edges, borders, textures, lighting, coloring, etc. have to be correct and consistent, and this is very 
difficult to do.  I noticed one image in particular that was very nice, except on closer examination it 
was obviously a composite where something had been added from another picture.  It was clear that 
part of a shadow was very unnatural, and lighting and coloring were inconsistent. So please be careful 
to observe the rules.  
 
This brings up another topic of interest, which is photo forensics. There are a 
number of technical ways to tell if an image has been altered, besides just close 
examination.   One is to look at the metadata, and another is to look at "error 
level analysis" which  highlights differences in the JPEG compression rate.   The 
entire image should be at roughly the same compression rate or "error level".  If 
a section of the image is at a significantly different level then it indicates a digital 
modification. There is a technique to graphically represent the error level different 
areas of an image.  For example,  take a look at the image at the top right, which 
appears to show North Korea's leader Kim Jun Un holding a floppy disk.  Has 
this image been altered?  Now look at the image at the bottom, which is an error 
level analysis.  Any differences in color indicate different error levels, and hence 
a digital modification.  The "floppy disk" area is much whiter than any other part 
of the image, so we can conclude that section is different.  In fact, the original image the fake was 
created from show him holding an ID card.  You can learn more about this at http://FotoForensics.com 
and it is fun to upload some images you have altered to see how easy it is to detect these alterations.  
This will be the subject of a future Angle article.

Projected Images               Chris Seaton 
 
It seems that a bit of clarification on three points would be helpful in regard to the 
Exhibition Night entries.  First, although there are instructions on the camera club 
website, many of the images come to me without the proper file names.  So to 
clarify: 
 
File Naming: digital files shall be named without spaces using the following 

filename format ï Title%%Cat%%Artist.jpg, where:  
·     Title is your title for the image ï no spaces (use underscore 

between words); no commas, slashes, or apostrophes. 
·     Cat is the Category abbreviation: Nat for Nature, Peo for People, Ope for Open, Pri for 

Print, and Uns for Unscored Critiqued. 
·     Artist is your first name followed by an underscore and your last name - no spaces (use 

underscore); no commas, slashes, or apostrophes. 
·     Do not include spaces in the file name ï use the %% separator between Title, 

Category, and Artist. 
 
Example: Nature image ñBefore the Stormò submitted by Betty Smith would have the file 

name of Before_the_Storm%%Nat%%Betty_Smith.jpg.  
 
 
Second, the type of images allowed for each category have specific guidelines.  This is also outlined 
on the website.  However, the Nature category seems to present the most difficulties for people.  In 
the future, I will return images that I donôt consider to be qualified ï and I admit to a steep learning 
curve on this ï but the most important aspects are these:  there is no sign of humans (no roads, 
telephone poles, signs, etc) in the image, the image can not be a composite and there can be no 
change of pixels (no photo shopping out that pesky branch). 
 
And lastly, the Special Assignments are a chance to challenge yourself rather than use images from 
your archives.  In the past, these images had to have been taken within the current calendar year.  
Recently the Board discussed changing that requirement so that an image can be taken within a year 
of the Special Assignment.  So for the September assignment, you can go back to the previous 
August to search for an image that might satisfy the criteria.

The special assignments for 2017 are: 

Environmental Portrait: An environmental portrait is a portrait executed in the subject's usual 
environment, such as in their home or workplace, and typically illuminates the subject's life and 
surroundings. 

Diptych or Triptych: A diptych or triptych of any subject, any style. 
 
Each year, the club has four special assignments in the three projected image categories, with two 
months for Open category and one month each for People and Nature. Remember that entries for 
special assignments must be taken in the calendar year of the exhibition.  
 
 

Image Requirements/Categories/Scoring 
 
Requirements for submitting images for Club exhibitions are posted at: 
 http://cccameraclub.com/exhibition-rules/ 
 
Images are submitted in five categories:  

1. Open: This is an open-ended category for all exhibitions includes images on any subject done 
using any technique.  

2. Prints: A printed photograph may be entered at each exhibition without restriction on subject 
material or the technique used to create the image.  It shall not be smaller than 5" x 7" or larger than 
13" x 19", horizontal or vertical.  It must be mounted to a suitable backing board or printed on a light 
weight flat surface less than 1" thick that can stand on the exhibition easel.  The maximum size of the 
backing board and mat is 20" x 24", horizontal or vertical.  

3. Nature:  restricted to the use of the photographic process to depict observations from all branches 
of natural history, except anthropology and archeology, in such a fashion that a well informed person 
will be able to identify the subject material and to certify as to its honest presentation. 

¶ All adjustments must appear natural. 
¶ The story telling value of a photograph must be weighed more than the pictorial quality while 

maintaining a high technical quality.  
¶ Human elements shall not be present.  The presence of scientific bands, scientific tags or 

radio collars on wild animals is permissible.

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¶ Photographs of mounted specimens, or obviously set arrangements, are ineligible, as is any 
form of manipulation that alters the truth of the photographic statement.  

¶ No techniques that add to, relocate, replace, or remove pictorial elements except by cropping 
are permitted. Techniques that enhance the presentation of the photograph without changing 
the nature story or the pictorial content are permitted.  

4. People: Any depiction of the human condition. Formal portraiture, documentary and photo-
journalistic images are all appropriate. One or several persons are permitted.  

5. Unscored Critiqued: this category is available during every Juried Exhibition for members who want 
an image critiqued but not scored by the judges.  The unscored critiqued category has the following 
specific rules: 

¶ Subject: There is no restriction on the subject material or the technique used in creating the 
image. 

¶ Quantity: Unscored critiqued submission is limited to one digital file for each Exhibition, and 
that individual is able to enter photos in two other digital categories as well.  Thus every Club 
member is eligible to enter three digital categories at each Exhibition. 

Images are scored by three judges according to the following guidelines: 

¶ Score of 9: image showing exceptional artistic and technical skill. 
¶ Score of 8: image showing very high artistic and technical skill. 
¶ Score of 7: very good image worthy of award consideration. 
¶ Score of 6: average image with some good and some bad aspects. 
¶ Score of 5: below-average image needing improvement. 
¶ Score of 4: below-average image with a serious technical defect. 
¶ Score of 3: image with multiple defects. 

File Naming: digital files shall be named without spaces using the following filename format ï
 Title%%Cat%%Artist.jpg, where:  

·     Title is your title for the image ï no spaces (use underscore between words); no 
commas, slashes, or apostrophes. 

·     Cat is the Category abbreviation: Nat for Nature, Peo for People, Ope for 
Open, Pri for Print, and Uns for Unscored Critiqued. 

·     Artist is your first name followed by an underscore and your last name - no 
spaces (use underscore); no commas, slashes, or apostrophes. 

·     Do not include spaces in the file name ï use the %% separator between Title, 
Category, and Artist. 

 
Example: Nature image ñBefore the Stormò submitted by Betty Smith would have the 

file name of Before_the_Storm%%Nat%%Betty_Smith.jpg.  

Please Note:  JPEG images produced by ACR/Lightroom, Photoshop or Elements by default have 
the ".jpg" extension. You may not see this on your file explorer if you have file extensions hidden, but 
it will show up when you attach the image to your email to submit it for the exhibition.  Do not add an 
extra ".jpg" to your filename.  If you see a filename like "MyPicture%%Ope%%Rembrant.jpg.jpg" 
please delete the extra ".jpg" before submitting.
